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TEN STRATEGIES FOR SUSTAINABLE LIGHTING

Light control is the ideal solution to make your lighting work for you in the best possible way.

Light control systems make sure that you save energy and guarantee optimal flexibility. ETAP defines 

ten strategies that can be used as a guideline to choose the light control system that best meets your 

needs. If applied correctly these strategies result in maximum energy savings and flexibility.

ETAP applies these strategies to all its light control systems for lighting, whether integrated, at the 

room or at the building level.

SAVING ENERGYFLEXIBILITY
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FLEXIBILITY
A light control system enables you to easily adjust the lighting in a building (or a section of it)  

without cost: an undeniable asset to be able to flexibly capitalise on internal and external changes.

1.  Evolving with the building  

Lighting can be adjusted quickly and easily when buildings or workstations are given a new  

purpose, e.g., converting an open-plan office into individual offices.

2.  Personal control  

Every employee can adjust the illuminance within their workstation to their own needs and  

preferences at any time, e.g., more light for detailed graphic work.

3.  Scenario setting  

By defining scenarios, the lighting easily adjusts to various functions within the same space, e.g., 

auditorium with adjusted lighting for video presentations, group discussions, maintenance, etc.

4.  Integration with other technologies  

By opting for a light control system that can be easily integrated into other systems (building  

management systems, alarm systems, etc.), for example, heating, ventilation and air-conditioning 

can also be controlled using the lighting system's motion sensors. Furthermore you ensure that 

your light control is future-proof and is able to adjust to technological developments.

5.  Ease of use and management  

A light control system that is easy to operate and is user-friendly, ensures that the flexibility of  

the light control is also used efficiently.

ENERGY SAVING
Energy saving is often still the most important argument for using light control. Energy savings are 

therefore very high, especially when several strategies are combined.

6.  Smart time control  

Lighting adjusts automatically on the basis of set calendar schedules, e.g., switching on lights  

automatically in a school in the morning and switching them off in the evening.

7.  Daylight-dependent control  

With daylight sensors the intensity of artificial light changes depending on incident daylight.

8.  Adjustment to the task  

Setting standard lighting levels, in function of specific tasks or applications, so that no energy is 

lost due to overillumination, e.g., a lot of light on drawing tables, less light in photocopy rooms.

9.  Occupancy detection  

Sensors only switch on the lights once someone has entered the space and switch them off  

automatically after a long absence, e.g., corridors or sanitary facilities.

10.  Limitation of peak capacity  

Depending on the power consumption in a building or on a floor, lighting can be dimmed in 

specific locations in order to limit total peak loads, e.g., lowering lighting level by 30% whenever 

machines are started up.

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BASIC TERMS OF PHOTOMETRICS

LIGHT SOURCE
ETAP is always looking for efficient, economical and compact light sources. That is why we mainly use 

fluorescent lamps and LEDs.

Fluorescent lamps are energy-efficient and have good colour rendering properties. They are widely 

available and moderately priced.

An LED (light emitting diode) is a highly compact point light source, which radiates light in a single 

hemisphere.

LUMINOUS FLUX F (lumen - lm)
Luminous flux is the energy of light emitted by a light source or luminaire per unit time.

Thermal management within the luminaire is a major consideration in our luminaire design, because it 

influences the luminous flux.

EFFICIENCY (%) AND SPECIFIC LUMINOUS FLUX (lm/W)
Efficiency is the ratio of the luminous flux emitted by a luminaire to the lamp luminous flux.

The higher the luminaire efficiency at a given shielding, the lower the energy consumption.  

Light output is currently not yet easy to publish for quite a few luminaires – especially LED luminaires.  

Often the specific luminous flux is published in lm/W, which is not the luminous flux of the LED light 

source itself, but of the full luminaire: how much light (lm) that luminaire radiates for the total power 

used (W).

LUMINOUS INTENSITY L (candela - cd)
Luminous intensity is the luminous flux emitted in a given direction, per solid angle unit.

The luminous intensity therefore describes how the emitted light is distributed through the room.

For luminaires, luminous intensity is represented in the form of a polar diagram.

ILLUMINANCE E (lux- lx)
Illuminance is the luminous flux incident on a surface, per unit area. It is a measure for the amount of 

light, but tells us little about the quality of the lighting.

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LUMINANCE L (cd/m2)
Luminance is a measure for the clarity of the source in a specific direction and is closely related to the 

subjective brightness perception.

Control of the luminances of luminaires is essential for comfortable lighting. 

Standard EN12464-1 imposes restrictions on average luminances, but ETAP also invariably pays atten-

tion to limiting peak luminances.

SHIELDING

 REFLECTORS  
  ETAP reflectors ensure that, for certain viewing directions, no direct light from the lamp can fall 

into the eyes. This is referred to as physical shielding. However, it is equally important that no 

mirror images of the lamp are visible in the reflector. This is known as optical shielding.  

In ETAP products, the optical shielding is at least equal to the physical shielding. For reflector 

shielding, the following terms are used:   

• cut-off angle g  

• shielding angle (complement of g)

 LENSES  
  Optical shielding can also be achieved with lenses. A sophisticated lens definition ensures that 

bright luminance of the light source cannot be seen in normal direction of view, thus satisfying 

the requirements for luminance perception and UGR.

BASIC CONCEPTS EMERGENCY LIGHTING

Emergency lighting luminaires break down into two large categories. First, there are signage lumi-

naires, which are luminaires with pictograms. Second, there are luminaires for lighting in emergency 

situations, where a distinction is made between escape route lighting (e.g. in corridors) and anti-panic 

lighting (e.g. in offices). For more information, refer to the chapter “Emergency lighting standards” on 

page 344.

TYPES OF EMERGENCY LIGHTING
Signage applications always require specific luminaires.

For escape route and anti-panic lighting a number of different solutions are possible:

  SPECIFIC LUMINAIRES FOR EMERGENCY LIGHTING 
These luminaires are specially designed for escape route and/or anti-panic lighting, and are 

planned accordingly.  

Photometric optimisation allows the luminaires to be installed at large spacings, so that only 

a limited number are needed to ensure compliance with the standard. The luminaires are fit-

ted with specific electronics for optimal starting (and therefore long life) of the lamp and low 

energy consumption.

  LED MODULES INTEGRATED INTO INTERIOR LIGHTING LUMINAIRES 
A LED module consists of a light source with a LED indicator, an electronic control and a battery 

set (in self-contained systems). It is unobtrusively integrated into a luminaire. In emergency 

mode, the LED provides the necessary light. If the light of the LED is distributed with a special 

optical system, only a limited number of LED modules are needed to ensure compliance with 

the safety standards. The LED in the module is insensitive to switching; in addition, it has a very 

long life, so that, in principle, it never needs replacing.

  EMERGENCY UNTIGS INTEGRATED INTO INTERIOR LIGHTING LUMINAIRES 
In this case the lamps of the interior lighting are also used to provide light in emergency situa-

tions. This is possible by connecting them to an external emergency power unit or by integrating 

an emergency unit. Such an emergency unit consists of electronics and a battery set.  

With this solution no separate emergency lighting is visible, as the same light source is used for 

both regular lighting and emergency lighting.  

The light distribution is that of the interior lighting luminaire and is therefore not ideal for 

emergency lighting. To comply with the standard, you will probably have to install a comparati-

vely large number of emergency units, in part because of the light distribution. 

MAINTAINED (M) OR NON-MAINTAINED (NM)
The lamp of a maintained luminaire is on continuously, also when there is no power failure. Main-

tained luminaires are ideal for illuminated safety signs to indicate escape routes, emergency exits and 

rescue stations. 

The lamp of a non-maintained emergency lighting luminaire is only switched on in case of a power 

failure. When the power comes back, the lamp switches off again.

DURATION
When the power fails, an emergency lighting luminaire will switch on for a certain period of time.  

The duration of a luminaire is determined by the power of the built-in battery. ETAP luminaires are 

available with the options of both 3 hour and 1 hour duration. The 3 hour version can be very useful 

in circumstances where the evacuation takes more time.

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CENTRALISED OR SELF-CONTAINED SYSTEM
Emergency lighting takes over from normal lighting in case of a power failure. Emergency lighting can 

be powered in two ways. Depending on where the energy source is located, we speak of a centralised 

or self-contained system.

  CENTRALISED SYSTEM – CENTRALISED POWER 
In a centralised system, the power comes from a centralised unit.  

Luminaires for a centralised system are available in different voltages depending on the area of 

application: 230V alternate current and direct current, or for the 24V-system EBS Compact.

  SELF-CONTAINED SYSTEM 
In a self-contained system, each luminaire has its own rechargeable battery. Each luminaire ope-

rates autonomously, i.e. independently of all others. Self-contained luminaires react indepen-

dently to voltage drops. Expansion of the system is limitless and the chances of failure of the 

whole installation are nil. All ETAP self-contained luminaires have an automatic self-test system. 

Self-contained emergency lighting has been designed for a nominal alternate mains voltage of 

230V. Luminaires can handle fluctuations between 207 and 245V in the mains voltage.

BATTERIES
Batteries are an essential part in any self-contained emergency lighting luminaire. ETAP uses Nickel 

Metal Hydride (NiMH) batteries. These battery are subject to reversal of polarity which has a negative 

effect on the life cycle of the battery. Polarity reversal protection, provided in all self-contained ETAP 

luminaires, avoids the polarity of a battery from being reversed by a chemical reaction following 

strong depletion.

All used batteries are recovered and recycled.

INHIBITING MODE
A switch sequence for special areas such as high-voltage switch rooms. The luminaires are connected 

in such a way that they only begin to function after a technician activates them on the spot (using a 

switch fitted specially for that purpose).

AUTOMATIC SELF-TEST        
Well functioning emergency lighting requires regular monitoring. All ETAP self contained luminaires 

have an European Safety Test (EST) that carries out extensive and frequent tests.

Luminaires with an automatic self-test guarantee increased safety and offer significant time and 

money savings during functional testing. Without a self-test you are required under the standard to 

regularly switch off the voltage and to check whether the luminaires still lit after the specified battery 

duration has elapsed.

TEST BUTTON
All self-contained luminaires have a test button. The button allows you to simulate a voltage cut-off 

to test the luminaire's reaction.

RESPONSE TIME
The response time is the time that the emergency lighting needs to switch on after a power failure.  

In case of self-contained systems, the response time is less than 2 seconds. The response time needs 

to be as short as possible to prevent people panicking in the dark.

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STANDARDS LIGHTING

EUROPEAN APPLICATION STANDARD EN12464-1
The major application standard is European standard EN12464-1. This standard deals with the various 

quality aspects of a lighting installation for workstations and their immediate environment:

  DEFINITION OF WORKSTATION AND PERIPHERAL ZONES  
The standard distinguishes between the work plane (the task) and the environment. It describes 

a number of methods for defining your workstation. The standard defines the minimum illumi-

nance, Em, on the work plane for a variety of visual tasks and for the complete application time 

of the lighting installation.

  LUMINANCE CONTROL ON COMPUTER SCREENS 
Also on modern computer screens lighting can be a source of disturbance. The standard there-

fore contains requirements for the control of average luminances. For standard workstations,  

a limit of 1000 cd/m2 until 3000 cd/m2 applies, depending on the situation and the screen. This 

limit applies for angles from 65° all round. For critical VDU work or variable screen inclination, 

limits on corners are made smaller than 65° (e.g., 55°) are to be considered.

  DIRECT GLARE  
The standard prescribes two measures to reduce direct glare. First, a minimum shielding angle in 

all directions, depending on the lamp luminance, is prescribed. In addition, a maximum Unified 

Glare Rating (UGR) is specified for each visual task. The UGR is an approximative model that 

expresses the probability of glare; the standard values range from UGR 16 to UGR 28.  

The catalogue indicates the reference UGR category for each luminaire.

  COLOUR RENDERING   
For the colour rendering index, Ra, the standard imposes minimum requirements as a function 

of the task. The higher the number, the better the colour rendering. The choice of lamp is the 

determining factor here. In rooms where people stay for a long time, lamps with an Ra of at 

least 80 are required.

  SUPPORTED MAINTENANCE FACTOR 
When the lighting system is new, luminaires are clean, lamps emit their full luminous flux and 

luminaires and planes in the room have optimal reflection properties. After the system has been 

in service for some time, light efficiency will decrease due to reduced lamp luminance, possible 

failure of electronics or lamps, contamination of the luminaire and the room. The lighting design 

must make allowance for this by incorporating a well-founded maintenance factor. For fluores-

cent lamps, such substantiated maintenance factors can be easily included in tables.

   For LED luminaires, the maintenance factor is largely determined by the aging of the LEDs, which 

in turn strongly depends on the LED itself, the electrical design (electrical current) and the thermal 

design (degree in which the LEDs can efficiently release heat). Due to the great dependency of the 

construction of the luminaire, the maintenance factor for LED luminaires is calculated separately 

for each luminaire and documented for a defined number of burning hours. The maintenance 

factor for our LED luminaires can be found in the table below.

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STANDARDS EMERGENCY LIGHTING

When and how emergency lighting needs to be applied has been laid down by law. The technical 

aspects of emergency lighting are governed by numerous rules and regulations.

EUROPEAN STANDARD EN 1838 (BS5266 part 7)
European standard EN 1838 (Lighting applications – Emergency lighting) specifies the minimum 

requirements that emergency installations should meet. Below is a summary of these properties.

  EMERGENCY LIGHTING 
This is the lighting that comes on when the supply to the normal lighting fails. It allows people 

to safely evacuate the building without panic.

  ANTI-PANIC LIGHTING 
Sometimes known as open area lighting provides illumination for people to safely reach a place 

where an escape route can be identified.

  ESCAPE LIGHTING  

  • Escape route lighting  
Is a defined route which allows people to safely make their way out of a building.

  • Illuminated safety signs 

Illuminated safety signs indicate the closest escape route. Good visibility and rapid  

recognition of the safety signs can be a matter of life-and-death in emergency situations. 

ISO 7010 sets out the requirements in terms of size and viewing distance, whilst the colour 

must be in accordance with ISO 3864.

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 Internally lit safety signs are easier to recognise from a distance than externally lit safety signs. 

EN 1838 contains a formula that determines the viewing distance (d) depending on the height 

of the sign (h) and a constant value (z), whereby:  

z = 100 for an externally lit safety sign  

z = 200 for an internally lit safety sign  

d = z x h

 All ETAP emergency signage comply with European directives. We also have a wide range of 

uniform images for customised signs to indicate where telephones, lifts, etc. can be found. In 

addition personalised signs can be produced in your house style to indicate areas or specific 

items.

 HIGH-RISK TASK AREA LIGHTING  
The aim of the emergency lighting here is to provide illumination for the safety of people 

involved in a potentially dangerous process or situation such as moving machinery or where 

noxious vapours are released. To enable proper shut down procedures for the safety of the 

operator and other occupants of the premises.  

EN 1838 also specifies the minimum uniformity of emergency lighting: anti-panic lighting 

(1/40), escape route lighting (1/40), high-risk task lighting (1/10) and illuminated safety signs 

(1/10) (see p. 332 for photometry concepts).

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STANDARDS EMERGENCY LIGHTING

EUROPEAN STANDARD EN 1838
This drawing shows the required EN1838 minimum horizontal illuminance on the floor according to 

location and function in a building. In addition to escape routes and (emergency) exits, NBN-EN1838 

highlights the following places:

• every exit to be used in case of an emergency

•  stairs in order to make sure that every step is directly lit

• other differences in level

• prescribed emergency exits and signs

• any change of direction

• any crossroads of corridors

•  on the outside and in the proximity of the final exits

• every first aid station

• fire fighting equipment and fire alarms

An emergency lighting luminaire is required in these locations.

EUROPEAN STANDARD: EN50172
European standard EN 50172 calls for a monthly function test and an annual duration test of the 

emergency lighting as well as registration of the monitoring and maintenance in a logbook. ETAP 

Safety Manager (ESM), our self-testing luminaires and intelligent monitoring and management system

DALI networks can be connected via special compo-

nents to a PC or to building management systems, e.g. via EIB® or LON®.

Where technically possible, all our luminaires are fitted with electronic ballasts (EB). The most im-

portant advantages as compared to magnetic ballasts are the higher lamp efficiency (energy savings 

between 20% and 30%), the improved comfort owing to stable operation without stroboscopic effects 

or electrode flicker, and the automatic switch-off of defective lamps.

EEI CLASSIFICATION FOR BALLASTS FOR FLUORESCENT AND HID LAMPS
‘Energy efficiency index’ (EEI) is a classification system for ballasts depending on energy-efficiency.

For non-dimmable ballasts, the following classifications apply (in descending order of efficiency):  

A2 BAT, A2, A3, B1 and B2. For dimmable ballasts, they are A1 BAT and A1. The ‘BAT’ classifications 

here stands for ‘Best available technology’ (a type of benchmark classification).
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The ErP guideline requires that the EEI classification for the applied ballasts is documented. Below

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ETAP WARRANTY POLICY

1. SCOPE

The ETAP warranty policy applies to all products and systems supplied by ETAP delivered and invoiced 

after March 1st 2011:

• Luminaires with traditional light sources: fluorescent, HID

• Luminaires with LEDs

• Emergency lighting luminaires

• Systems for light management

• Systems for emergency lighting management

2. WARRANTY PERIOD

ETAP guarantees that its products are free from manufacturing defects and/or defect material for the 

guarantee period of 5 years after installation (t.i. 30 days after the goods have been made available in 

the plant in Malle), with the exception of the products mentioned hereunder:

•  Fluorescent lamps and HID lamps: 1 year warranty

•  Batteries of emergency lighting units integrated in fluorescent fittings to drive the fluorescent lamp 

in emergency mode: 2 years warranty

•  Systems for light management (Excellum) without maintenance contract: 1 year warranty

•  Systems for emergency lighting management (EBS-ESM) without maintenance contract:  

2 years warranty

3. WARRANTY CONDITIONS

The warranty only applies if:

•  the products have been properly installed and put into service in a workmanlike manner, according 

to the installation instructions accompanying the product1

• the products have not undergone any changes or repair works without written consent of ETAP 

•  the products have been operated within the electrical values, operating range and environmental 

conditions provided in the specifications, application guidelines, IEC standards or any other  

document accompanying the products; the guarantee is not applicable in case of abnormal electrical 

supply conditions, including supply spikes, overvoltage and undervoltage that are beyond the  

specified limits of the products or those defined by relevant supply standards

• the defects are not the result of force majeure

4. NOTICE OF DEFECTS

•  Defects during the guarantee period should be advised to ETAP within 30 days of discovery,  

specifying at least the following information:  

- Identification and quantities of the products failed  

- Invoice date and installation date  

- Detailed problem description  

- The application, the number of hours burned and the switching cycles

•  If a defect during the guarantee period is advised to ETAP, an ETAP representative shall be entitled to 

have access to the failed product or system for verification of non-compliance.

•  Defect materials have to be returned to ETAP and will –after replacement by ETAP- become the 

property of ETAP.

5. WHAT IS GUARANTEED

If ETAP determines that the notified product defect satisfies the warranty conditions, ETAP will, at its 

options:

•  Repair the product or the defective part

•  Replace the product or the defective part  

- Either by a product or a part of the same type as the defective one  

-  Either by a comparable product or part that can show small deviations in design and product 

specification, in case the defective product or part has been discontinued or is not available

•  Reimburse the purchaser for the purchase price, in case the product or part has been discontinued 

or is not available, and ETAP has no possibility to supply a comparable product or part

6. WHAT IS NOT GUARANTEED

The guarantee does not apply to damages that are not explicitly mentioned under point 5, among 

which:

•  Any ancillary costs incurred in connection with remedying the defects, such as the costs of instal-

lation and dismantling, transport of the defective and of the repaired or new product, disposal, 

mileage, travel time and of providing access to the defect products (scaffolding, lifts etc.)

•  In case of repair or replacement of a defective part, the cost for dismounting the defective part and 

mounting the repaired part or the replacement part.

•  Any services that may be necessary, such as renewed commissioning, software updates etc. and that 

are not covered by a maintenance contract.

•  Any damage to other goods than the products supplied by ETAP or losses associated with the pro-

fessional activity of the purchaser or the persons for whom he is held liable.
